Safety and Venue Requirements
Fuel Levels: Vehicles must have no more than 1/4 tank of fuel.
Fuel Caps:  Vehicles brought indoors must have fuel caps taped or locked
Batteries: Must be disconnected. Terminals may be required to be taped. Battery disconnects 
are acceptable if equipped.
Fire Safety: Based on Nebraska State Law, nitrous bottles must be empty, disconnected, and 
mounted securely. If a display propane tank is used in place of a nitrous tank, it must be empty.
Drip Protection: Plastic or pans must be placed under vehicles to prevent oil stains.
